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TSG RAN WG4 has considered the question of the possible coordination of some deployment and operational aspects for pico and micro cell TDD.

TSG RAN WG4 believes that TDD operation does not require coordination between operators. At the same time, TSG RAN WG4 believes that some coordination may provide for the same performance for a reduced cost of deployment.

TSG RAN WG4 sees the following incremental modes of possible coordination:

1. No coordination. 

2. Slot synchronisation only (i.e. synchronise guard location) 

3. Coordinated slot placement of common channels (RACH, possibly also CCPCH / FACH)

4. Coordinated usage of some uplink / downlink slots

When considering the above coordination possibilities, the following base station physical placement possibilities may be considered. Base stations that belong to different operators can be:

1. collocated

2. arbitrarily placed 

3. placed in planned locations

TSG RAN WG4 seeks TSG RAN and TSG SA opinion concerning acceptable levels of coordination to the operators.  

TSG RAN WG4 seeks TSG RAN and TSG SA guidance in the issue of including coordinated scenarios in its specifications alongside with uncoordinated scenarios.
