2 Discussions

For a repeater, which basically is a two-way amplifier the frequency stability refers to the ability to maintain the same frequency at the output as at the input of the repeater.

The proposal is to use the base station value of ±0.05 ppm within brackets for this parameter.

Frequency stability
Frequency stability is the ability to maintain the same frequency on the output signal with respect to the input signal.

5.1.1
Minimum requirement

The frequency deviation of the output signal with respect to the input signal shall be no more than ±[0.05] ppm.
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
