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Introduction
This CR aligns the test parameters in the test case in 25.133 section A.8.1.1 Event triggered reporting in AWGN propagation conditions with the general requirements regarding measurement reporting delay and measurement accuracy.

The following changes are proposed to the test case:

· Aligning the terminology and parameters with the RRC-specification 25.331

· Removing the DPCH_Ec/Ior power from cell 2 as it is not in the active set

· Defining the time periods T1 to T3, 5s periods are proposed

· The general requirement for the event triggered reporting delay requirement for an already measured neighbour is currently not defined, see section 8.2.1.5. Therefore the requirement in the test case (150ms) is removed. The reporting delay requirement in the test case needs to be updated when the general requirement is completed.

Test Purpose and Environment

The purpose of this test is to verify that the UE makes correct reporting of an event and that the measurement accuracy of the CPICH_Ec/Io and SFN-CFN observed timed difference between Cell 1 and Cell 2 are within the defined limits. This test will partly verify the requirements in section 8.1.2 and 9.1.

The test parameters are given in Table A.8-1 and A.8-2 below. In the measurement control information it is indicated to the UE that event-triggered reporting with Event 1A and 1B shall be used, and that CPICH Ec/Io and SFN-CFN observed timed difference shall be reported together with Event 1A. The test consists of three successive time periods, with a time duration of T1, T2 and T3 respectively. During time duration T1, the UE shall not have any timing information of cell 2.

The UE shall send one Event 1B triggered measurement report, with a measurement reporting delay less than TBD ms from the beginning of time period T3.

The UE shall not send event triggered measurement reports, as long as the reporting criteria are not fulfilled.
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
