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Introduction
In 25.133 the reporting granularity for the Observed time difference to GSM cell is in the order of 220 chip, but the accuracy requirement is +/- 20chip. To enable efficient scheduling of BSIC re-confirmation transmission gaps the reporting quantisation error should be minimised. Therefore it is proposed to increase the granularity to be around 1/5th of the required accuracy, i.e. around 5 chip reporting granularity.

Today 4096 values are allocated for reporting, requiring 12 bits. Allocating 5 more bits to the reporting gives 2^5=32 times finer granularity, i.e. 220/32 = 7 chips which should be sufficient.

Proposal

The attached CR contains the above proposed changes.
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In 25.133 the reporting granularity for the Observed time difference to GSM cell is in the order of 220 chip, but the accuracy requirement is +/- 20chip.
