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Introduction

In the RRM drafting session within RAN4#15, there was a discussion on limiting the usage of compressed mode based on Nokia’s input document Tdoc R4-010105.  There was general agreement on the principles, however, it was felt that the text could be improved. The following provides three alternatives for a revised text proposal.

Text Proposals

Text Proposal A:

If the UE utilises compressed mode for inter-frequency and inter-RAT measurements, the requirements in the following subsections do not apply if the UTRAN provides the UE with 

· a single transmission gap pattern sequence with TGPL1 = 1 or several parallel transmission gap pattern sequences that result in every frame being compressed, 

· a transmission gap pattern sequence containing two differing patterns (i.e., TGPL1
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TGPL2).
Text Proposal B:

If the UE utilises compressed mode for inter-frequency and inter-RAT measurements, the UTRAN shall not provide

· a single transmission gap pattern sequence with TGPL1 = 1 or several parallel transmission gap pattern sequences that result in every frame being compressed, 

· a transmission gap pattern sequence containing two differing patterns (i.e., TGPL1
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TGPL2).

Text Proposal C:

If the UE utilises compressed mode for inter-frequency and inter-RAT measurements, in order for the requirements in the following subsections to apply the UTRAN must provide

· transmission gap pattern sequences with TGPL1 > 1 and ensure that the activation of several transmission gap pattern sequences in parallel does not result in every frame being compressed, and

· the patterns within a transmission gap pattern sequence are identical (i.e., TGPL1 = TGPL2).

Proposal

The proposal is for one of the above text proposals to be agreed and a revised CR will be written to insert the text in Section 8.1.2.1 of 25.133.
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
