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GSM 11.10-1 specifies a test case 26.3.3 “MS will send only if BSS is “on air““ that tests that the UE does not generate any RF output when an attempt to originate a call is made if no base-station signal is received. A similar test has been specified for 3GPP in TS 34.123-1 V3.2.0 (2001-01), clause 6.1.1.6. 

However, a core requirement for this has not been found in either GSM or 3GPP (The conformance requirement and reference in TS 34.123-1, 6.1.1.6.2 is not correct).

Therefore, T1/SIG would like to ask RAN4 if there exists such a requirement in 3GPP. If not, T1/SIG would like to know if RAN4 will introduce it or if it is a general assumption and therefore needs not be specified. If no core requirement exists, T1/SIG finds it hard to have justification for keeping the test case.
For information, T1/SIG has noted that for dedicated mode, a requirement exists in TS 25.101, clause 6.4.4 “Out-of-synchronization handling of output power” that specifies at what threshold (DPCCH quality level) the UE shall shut its power off and when it shall turn its power on respectively.
