Definition and applicability


The Error Vector Magnitude is a measure of the difference between the reference waveform and the measured waveform. This difference is called the error vector. Both waveforms pass through a matched Root Raised Cosine filter with bandwidth 3,84 MHz and roll-off =0,22. Both waveforms are then further modified by selecting the frequency, absolute phase, absolute amplitude and chip clock timing so as to minimise the error vector. The EVM result is defined as the square root of the ratio of the mean error vector power to the mean reference power expressed as a %. The measurement interval is one timeslot. The requirement is valid over the total power dynamic range as specified in 25.105 subclause 6.4.3. See Annex C of this specification for further details.

The requirements in this subclause shall apply to base stations intended for general-purpose applications.

NOTE:
The theoretical modulated waveform shall be calculated on the basis that the transmit pulse shaping filter is a root-raised cosine (RRC) with roll-off =0,22 in the frequency domain. The impulse response of the chip impulse filter RC0(t) is
