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1. Introduction

The study of UMTS operation in the 1800MHz band was started in RAN4 #14 and the simulation work is progressing at this time. Considering the US operators’ plan to deploy UMTS in the PCS1900 band, which may be co-located with other technologies such as GSM, IS-136, or IS-95, we propose to expand the current co-location study to cover UMTS operation in the US PCS band for Release 4. 

2. Requirements

The work shall be based on the results obtained from the study of UMTS 1800 operation and expanded to cover the following areas:

· Consider interference impacts between UMTS and PCS1900 GSM/IS-136/IS-95, which should cover  ACI, IMD and XMD related interference

· Consider the FCC’s specifications for spurious emission requirements

· The study shall cover both co-ordinated and non co-ordinated deployment cases between UMTS and PCS1900 GSM/IS-136/IS-95

· The work for UMTS PCS 1900 operation shall be completed in the Release 4 time frame.
