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It was agreed in the RAN WG4 meeting#14 in Sophia Antipolis that the RACH reporting delay may vary depending on the maximum number of cells to be reported on RACH when SFN-SFN observed time difference is requested to be reported.

Cell Re-selection in CELL_PCH

5.6.1 Introduction

The UE shall evaluate the cell re-selection criteria specified in TS 25.304, based on radio measurements, and if a better cell is found that cell is selected.

Requirements for cell re-selection in CELL_PCH are the same as for cell re-selection in idle mode, see section 4.2. UE shall support all DRX cycle lengths in table 4.1, according to [16].

Introduction

5.8
Measured results on RACH
5.8.1 Introduction
The network may request the UE to report cell CPICH levels for the serving cell and up to 6 monitored set cells and SFN-SFN observed time difference between the serving cells and up to 6 different monitored set cells on RACH. 
5.8.2 Requirements
The UE shall be able to reported SFN-SFN observed time difference between the serving cells and NRACH  monitored set cells on RACH within 

NRACH*50 ms,
where 

 NRACH = The number of cells to reported on RACH. The maximum number of reported cells on RACH, is defined by system information.
No additional reporting delay is allowed for the UE if the reporting of SFN-SFN observed time difference measurement results is not required. In this case the UE shall be able to report CPICH level measurements, which are measured for cell reselection evaluation purposes with the applicaple measurement rules given by the network, as soon as signalling delays allow. The signalling delays are defined in [16].

6.1.1
Introduction
RRC connection re-establishment is needed, when a UE loses radio connection due to radio link failure. The RRC connection re-establishment procedure is specified in section 8.5.1 of TS 25.331 and a RRC connection re-establishment sequence is described in section 6.4.8 of  TS 25.303. 
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
