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Introduction
In TS 25.104 and TS 25.141 the blocking requirement in section 7.5 is today not clear as to what is mandatory and what is optional as a regional requirement. This requires a clarification. 

Also, in clause 7.5.2 the blocking performance requirement is specified between 925 – 960 MHz when it comes to UTRA BS co-located with GSM900. This frequency range of 925 – 960 MHz contains P-GSM900 and E-GSM900 but not R-GSM900 which is in the frequency range of 921 – 960 MHz. The current requirement for UTRA BS spurious emission in clause 6.6.3 is already considering the R-GSM900 DL band of 921 – 960 MHz. 

With the current requirement for blocking performance the R-GSM900 DL band of 921 – 925 MHz can result in a reduced UL performance of a co-located UTRA BS.

Proposal

The attached CR contains a proposed review of the blocking characteristic requirements in TS 25.104 and TS 25.141. There is also a modification of  the receiver blocking characteristic between 921 – 960 MHz when co-located with GSM900, in line with the current blocking requirements between 925 – 960 MHz.
