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Currently in TS25.133, section 4.2.2.1, the time value for triggering cell selection  procedures for the selected PLMN, in case UE does not find any suitable cell among the neighbour cells indicated in the measurement control system information, is [TBD].

According to GSM TS 05.08, section 6.6.2, the following is valid for GSM:

“If no suitable cell is found within 10 seconds, the cell selection algorithm of 3GPP TS 03.22 shall be performed.”

The straightforward way would be to use 10 seconds for UMTS as well. However, for DRX cycle length 5.12s, UE shall be able to evaluate that an intra-frequency cell has become better than the serving cell within 10.24s (TevaluateFDD, see table 4.1 in TS 25.133). This mismatch would potentially trigger cell-reselection procedures even though the latest ‘normal’ neighbouring cell evaluation has been considered in the UE. 

Therefore, we propose to use 12 seconds.
