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Reason for change:
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There is a miss-alignment between 25.104 and 25.106 with respect to reference point definition where requirements have to be fulfilled. In 25.104 all external (active and passive) equipment in front of the base station must be taken into account when fulfilling the 25.104. In 25.106 a repeater is currently defined as external device that gets RF carrier either as radiated or conducted. Conducted mean that it is e.g. connected to a base station with a RF cable like “normal” external equipment in 25.104. The difference is that this external equipment in 25.104 is part of the reference point and with respect to 25.106 it is not part of the reference point where requirements of 25.104 must be fulfilled. 
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The definition of repeater is changed by deleting the word “or conducted”. (This is inline with the repeater definition in GSM 05.05)
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not approved:
E.g., if a base station has problems to fulfil certain requirements of 25.104 it would be possible to take some equipment out of the base station (but with RF cable connected to the base station) and declare it as “repeater” – in this case the same system must not fulfil 25.104. It is indirect an allowance to go around 25.104.
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Definitions, symbols and abbreviations

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions apply:

Down-link: Signal path where base station transmits and mobile receives.

Operating band: The repeater can have one or several operating bands. The operating band is the frequency range that the repeater operates in with operational configuration. This frequency range can correspond to one or several consecutive nominal 5 MHz channels. If they are not consecutive each subset of channels shall be considered as an individual operating band.

Repeater: A device that receives, amplifies and transmits the radiated RF carrier both in the down-link direction (from the base station to the mobile area) and in the up-link direction (from the mobile to the base station)
Up-link: Signal path where mobile transmits and base station receives.
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
