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1. Introduction

Chairman report of Harmonisation meeting for HSDPA

A meeting with 3GPP2 was scheduled for 13 and 14 November in East Brunswick, NY, USA (co-located with a TSG-RAN WG4 meeting). The meeting is to show the view to discuss harmonisation of HSDPA (3GPP) and 1X-DO and 1X-DV (3GPP2).

It was asked what the difference between a 'base station' and a 'Node B' was. In the past it had been avoided to refer to 'base station' as it was an ambiguous term. There was some confusion over the use of the term 'base station'. TSG-RAN should have one common vocabulary.
The LS was noted. The WG2, WG3 and WG4 Chairmen were asked to discuss the vocabulary. As a result, proposed change was reflected into SP-010545 which was approved in SA#13 meeting.

2.5 Release 99 and release 4
- Statistics: In the meeting, 266 CRs for release 99 and 94 CRs for release 4 were approved.

RP-010717
Urgent work to be started by TSG RAN Working Groups in order to improve further the quality of TSG RAN specifications (TSG officials)

The proposal was endorsed. The WGs were tasked to start the work identified in the document. Reviewing all options incorporated in Release '99 and performs an analysis to review whether or not they can be used were agreed.
•For each identified feature in category below the working group can make a proposal to RAN#14 on the needed actions. The potential different courses of action should be of the following nature:
•A set of CRs fixing the identified issues to all relevant specifications is brought to the plenary 14 together with the description of the identified feature

•or it is proposed to RAN Plenary #14 to write the CRs for RAN #15

•Corrections can be the following (not exclusive)
–Corrections are made in the release 99 specifications

-For the case of incompatible features, an analysis is presented of how implementation can be done in order to ensure that the two incompatible features can be used separately at a time but not simultaneously. If necessary the CRs required to allow that shall be provided. Alternatively, one of the conflicting features may be removed

-The feature identified is removed from the relevant specifications
-The feature is made optional in release 99

-The feature is removed from release 99 but corrected in a later release.

-It has been agreed to target this activity for completion at the next TSG RAN#14 meeting.

2.6 Release 5 and beyond

–Feasibility Study of UE antenna efficiency test methods was finalised and a request to liaise with the CTIA was endorsed to inform them about the interest of 3GPP on their work. (And it was completed by RAN-WG4 chairman.)
–New Work agreed at TSG RAN #13
–"Beamforming" agreed to be finalised at RAN#15.

–Feasibility study considering deployment of UTRA in additional and diverse spectrum arrangement.
–All WIs have been reviewed and completion dates were updated when necessary.
• Improvement of inter-frequency and inter-system measurements (RP-010682)

It was commented that in WG2 the conclusion had been that WG4 should first show that there was a problem. It was clarified that the proposal now was for downlink compressed mode, whereas in the past advice had only been asked for uplink compressed mode.
•TDD BS Classification: TSG RAN#14
It was reported that the WI has been completed, except that WG4 had not been able to agree on one CR.

•FDD BS Classification: TSG RAN#15

•LCR TDD BS Classification: TSG RAN#15

•Improve Usage of downlink resource in FDD CCTrCH: TSG RAN#18

•Terminal Power Saving: No particular completion date was set.

•Radio Access Bearer enhancement (RFC 3095 context relocation in SRNS relocation) TSG RAN#14

The important point was the requirement that led to the study item, not the SIR measurement itself. It was confirmed however, that the feasibility study was indeed expected to be finished by RP#14. Delegates (especially manufacturers) were encouraged to provide further contributions (on how to use existing measurements to solve the purpose) to the next WG4 meeting.
• UTRA Wideband Distribution Systems: TSG RAN#14

.It was commented that the included report was not a formal TR and that no agreement had been reached on it in WG4. The WG4 Chairman confirmed that it had been included only for information. It was confirmed also that it was better to refer to the WG4 Tdoc number.

• Feasibility Study considering the viable deployment of UTRA in additional and diverse spectrum arrangements
.RAN-WG4 was tasked to review the SI and would report back to RAN#14.
2.7 General note on WI/SI status reports

The status reports for the WIs/SIs should for future plenary meetings contain an explicit reference to the expected completion date. They also should provide a clear status on that WI/SI to TSG-RAN (for all WGs that have worked on the WI/SI).

It was requested that, when references to TRs were made, a reference to the latest (WG) Tdoc number would be included as well. As decided in TSG-RAN plenary #13, the TRs themselves should not be provided if below version 1.0.0, but the reference would help those who still would like to read the TR.
