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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 thanks RAN WG1 for their liaison on ACK/NACK error requirements for HSDPA. RAN WG2 has studied the issue in their Torino meeting and has arrived at the following conclusions:

1. RAN WG2 appreciates the challenge provided by the present requirements in difficult radio conditions and at high speeds.

2. Based on preliminary simulations results provided to RAN WG2, RAN WG2 recommends that RAN WG1 take into account a relaxed error requirement (NACK -> ACK error ~ 10e-3) in case of difficult radio conditions in their physical layer design. However, in case of normal radio conditions and speeds, the previously agreed error requirement of 10e-4 should continued to be met.

3. RAN WG2 will continue their study on the protocol behavior in case of relaxed error requirements (10e-3 instead of 10e-4) in difficult radio conditions and at high speeds, and will update RAN WG1, if necessary.

RAN2 asks RAN WG1 to consider a relaxed error requirement for NACK -> ACK (10E-3) in case of difficult radio conditions, but continue to meet the previously agreed requirement of 10e-4 in case of normal radio conditions and speeds.
