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1. Introduction
At RAN#11 meeting in Palm Springs, US, CR for TS25.141, “Regional requirements on Test Tolerance” was approved [1]. It was a CR to add temporary regional requirements on Test Tolerances in FDD BS conformance test so as to avoid inconsistency with Japanese regulations at that time. It was also agreed that necessity of these temporary regional requirements should be reviewed every RAN meeting and to be deleted when the regulations incorporated these test tolerances.

2. The latest status of Japanese regulations

For these almost 2 years, intensive work to incorporate these test tolerances into Japanese regulations has been made and finally most of the work seemed to have been completed at the last Diet in Japan. While we will need further comprehensive check on these revised regulations before delete all the regional requirements on TT, we can expect we will be able to do that in several weeks. Expected changes in TS25.141 at this stage are provided in annex for information.

3. Proposed way forward

As we will need another several weeks to carry out these final checks, we cannot provide a CR in this meeting. Our current expectation is to provide such a CR to RAN#17 in September and hopefully approve it. In that case, we will provide the CR to this group through the RAN-WG4 exploder and ask confirmation or comments in advance.

For your information, similar CR for TS34.121 [2] was approved in TSG-T#11 and our colleagues in TSG-T will try to take a similar action for it.
