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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN WG4 thanks TSG T1 RF SWG for their LS T1R020263 (R4-021271). TSG RAN WG4 has discussed the question of whether the 90% success rate requirements tested in 34.121 section 8 [1] should be a hard or soft decision at both high and low levels as described in LS T1R020263. This requirement is described in general in TS 25.133 [2] section A.2.1 and in particular in the following annexes (A.4.x, etc.). 

TSG RAN WG4 confirms that the decision made by TSG T1 RF SWG, that hard decisions shall be used in RRM tests both at the high level and low levels, is in agreement with the intention of TS 25.133.

In addition, TSG RAN WG4 confirms, in answer to an implicit question, that there is no further requirement on the events exceeding the time limit (even if the time is extreme).
