Addition of the 900MHz band to the WI UMTS850

1. Introduction

In Ran#18 [2] a new work item was approved aiming at studying the use of UTRA FDD in the 850 MHz band. 

This paper proposes to include the 900MHz band in this work item. 

2. Justifications 

As explained in [2] ITU-R WP 8F recommendation [1] includes recognition of the WRC 2000 bands identified for IMT-2000, in particular the band range 806-960 MHz.

It was then agreed by Ran plenary to open a new work item studying UMTS 850 for ITU Region 2 considering the following frequency bands:

824 – 849 MHz: Uplink 
869 – 894 MHz: Downlink 

As far as ITU Region 1 is concerned the frequency bands:

880 – 915 MHz: Uplink 

925 – 960 MHz: Downlink
are also occupied by technologies such as GSM/GPRS that should later move towards UMTS.

TSG RAN WG4 is then asked if it is possible to study UMTS 900 within UMTS 850 work item.

The changes to incorporate UMTS in the 1800 MHz band could be used as the basis for this work, which would reduce the efforts required within 3GPP.  

3. Conclusion

It is proposed to add the study of the use of UTRA FDD in the 900MHz band to the work Item UMTS 850 and to follow exactly the same process that is reminded hereunder:

· Generate a report summarizing a study of UTRA FDD in the 850 and 900 band (as described below) which includes, or will include the migration (including co-existing studies) of the following technologies: GPRS/EDGE, TIA/EIA-136, TIA/EIA/IS-95, and Analog AMPS into UMTS 850

and the migration of  GSM/GPRS/EDGE into UMTS 900 

The specific bands to be studied are
:
824 – 849 MHz: Uplink 

869 – 894 MHz: Downlink, for UMTS 850

880 – 915 MHz: Uplink 

925 – 960 MHz: Downlink, for UMTS 900

· Generate CR’s to update the appropriate documents

· TSG RAN WG2 - study any issues related to UMTS at 850 MHz and 900MHz. 

· TSG RAN WG3 - study any possible interface impacts to UMTS networks. 

· Any additional related issues.
