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During the meeting 3GPP RAN WG4#26 in Madrid, RAN WG4 has discussed emission limits proposed by CISPR for ITE above 1 GHz (CISPR/I/65/CDV and CISPR/I/66/CDV) and if the proposed limits are adequate to protect UMTS.

The new 3G cellular system will operate in the frequency range around 2 and 2.5 GHz and it is a global system. It operates with very high receiver sensitivity, and the investments in licenses and in infrastructure is at a level where it has become of the utmost importance that the system is protected against interference from unintended radiators like ITE.

3GPP RAN WG4 is of the opinion that the emission limit from ITE in the frequency range 1.9 to  3GHz should not exceed 46 dBµV/m@3 m in a 1 MHz bandwidth. According to the simulations even this would give a capacity loss of order 2 to 3 %.

Due to the fact that 3GPP RAN WG4 is is not aware of the means to send the LS to CENELEC directly it kindly asks ETSI ERM to take actions towards CENELEC in order to get them aware of the situation in a form of the LS. Furthermore 3GPP RAN WG4 would like to highlight the utmost urgency of the matter i.e. the CISPR documents are already under voting process.
