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Introduction

In the last RAN WG4 meetings, the development of A-GPS minimum performance requirements have been debated extensively and a little progress could be achieved on this topic. This document proposes a way forward to provide more focus in the work on A-GPS testing.

Discussion

It is clear that all parties want to ensure the quality of A-GPS devices and systems. However, there are conflicting opinions on what the definition of acceptable quality should be. This is not surprising, since location services have been demonstrated to have a wide variety of requirements.

Vodafone would like to propose the following:

· That a common METHODOLOGY is defined for measuring the Quality of A-GPS devices.

· That the METHODOLOGY used to measure the Quality of both UE Based and UE Assisted should be addressed simultaneously.

· That PARAMETERS describing Quality of A-GPS are defined, to be measured by the METHODOLOGY, and a common way to express the value of these parameters is defined.

· That no attempt at this time is made to define what value of such PARAMETERS is acceptable.

· That a set of SCENARIOS is clearly defined in order to apply the test METHODOLOGY to measure the PARAMETERS.

This proposal would enable different parties to measure the same equipment and produce the same results. It would also enable different equipment to be measured by any party and the results to be compared in an unambiguous manner.

In the spirit of the above goals, Vodafone would be happy to work with other parties in order to come with a common proposal covering these aspects for the next RAN4 meeting in May.
Proposal

We would like RAN4 to consider the way forward proposed in this document in order to have a more focussed approach in the development of the minimum performance requirements for A-GPS.
