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1. Introduction

RAN4 would like to thank T1 for their LS. RAN4 agrees on the fact that the Event 1A is not verified in the test case for FDD/FDD Inter-frequency Hard Handover. RAN4 also agrees that here the Event 1A and related parameters can be removed from the test case since they are not essential from the performance perspective. However, the same general assumption could not be made for other test cases even if a certain event or measurement quantity was not verified in a test case. For some test cases additional event evaluations or measurement reporting may be included in order to generate additional activity for the UE. This means that a removal of such an event may have a performance impact. Hence, any removal should carefully be considered. 

In general, all events in the test case defined in 25.133 Annex A should be transmitted to the UE in the measurement control message. For the FDD/FDD Inter-frequency Hard Handover test in 34.121 8.3.2.2 the event 1A parameters were not included in the measurement control message, which is acceptable for this specific test but for the reasons given above deletion of parameters for untriggered events should not be considered as a general rule.

To minimize R99 CR activity, RAN4 suggests that T1 just note in the minimum requirements for the test in 34.121 that the parameters for event 1A are not required and are not transmitted to the UE in the measurement control message.

2. Actions

To T1:

RAN4 asks T1 to check if there are other examples of parameters defined in 25.133 Annex A that have not been included in measurement control messages.
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
