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Information
This contribution presents an updated version of the Technical Report on the “Low Output Powers for General Purpose FDD BSs” study item. The leading of this study item was transferred from RAN4 to RAN3 during RAN plenary meeting #21, but RAN4 was kept as the second leading group. The latest version of the TR agreed by RAN3 is presented to RAN4 for information.

The main change on the content of the TR since the SI was transferred to RAN3 is the next:

- When the SI was transferred to RAN3, a solution had already been agreed for getting low output power. The agreed solution implied that the uplink and downlink gains of the external repeater / distribution system should be sent from the RNC to the node B by using the NBAP protocol. RAN3 has agreed on the feasibility of the solution provided by RAN4, but they have decided that it is preferable to store the uplink and downlink gains of the repeater / distribution system in the local database at the node B. These parameters should be set at this database by using an O&M tool. This way, the changes to the current specifications are minimised.
