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The purpose of the A-GPS specification is to ensure minimum and consistent performance, which depends on a sufficient and appropriate collection of tests.  There has been much work and considerable improvement in the work so far, and understanding has been gained about what A-GPS has to do, in what circumstances, and therefore what and how the A-GPS function should be tested.  

The parallel contribution R4-040362 together with R4-040378 provides a baseline framework for progressing further towards an agreed specification.  In R4-040362 the key values are omitted - the intended purpose of each test case is instead clarified with one or two additional sentences in R4-040378.  The conditions and specification points that are to be agreed are indicated “t.b.d.”. 

This contribution R4-040363 provides a starting point of content for this framework, with the intention of addressing the various aspects of minimum performance that should be verified.  It follows the mapping of R4-040284, based on a variety of inputs from a number of companies.  A further improvement and simplification has been included in this contribution by converging the “outdoor” test into the “nominal accuracy” test conditions of R4-040233, as this appears to be widely acceptable.

It is hoped and believed by the contributors that this represent a good way forward, as a starting point for working on all the outstanding issues of content, and resolving them through discussion and compromise.
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
