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T1 thanks RAN 4 for the LS on equipment complexity for A-GPS testing. T1 has considered this and has made in-line comments in the attached document. However the comments and overall conclusion can be summarised as follows:
1. We have reviewed the requirements to "jump time and location" in a Test System, and we now believe this will not be a problem. (We assume that only GPS time/ location will jump; cellular time will keep running in the normal way).

 

2. We also believe that any of the three options will be possible in a Test System, so from that point of view it does not matter which one is chosen.

 

3. In addition there are no restrictions from a Test System point of view on the magnitude of the time and location jumps. So if large time and location jumps are required then Option 1 or 2 can be chosen. 

4. Option 2 seems to add complication solely so that we can test that the UE is not “cheating”, however it does have the advantage of testing both the methods of “pushing” data and of waiting for the UE to request it

5. We agree that Option 3 will certainly produce slightly shorter test times but we don’t believe this saving will be very significant and therefore this should not be used as a reason to select this option
 

6. If Option 3 is chosen then we would suggest that the first step of the test procedure is changed so that the UE requests the Assistance data it requires, rather than the current suggestion of "pushing" the Assistance data. That may make it easier to draft the tests because the Test System will be assumed to have all Assistance Data elements available, but will only supply those requested by the UE. Alternatively the text should state that all Assistance Data should be pushed to the UE at the start of the test. Either of these suggestions or the original proposal can be implemented in a Test System. 
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
