Spectrum emission mask

The modem spectrum emission mask is specified in figure 4.4. Intermediate values may be obtained by linear interpolation between the points shown. The corresponding measurement bandwidths are specified in table 4.1. For modem configurations according to figure 4.2 the BS modem shall meet the spectrum emission mask at reference point 2. For modem configurations according to figure 4.3 the base station with BS modem integrated shall meet the spectrum emission mask at reference point 2when that is a relaxation compared to the BS minimum according to TS 25.104; otherwise the BS requirements according to TS 25.104 apply. RET modems shall meet the spectrum emission mask at reference point 3.
