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1. Introduction

In their LS to RAN4, T1 asked RAN4 to consider the following possibilities to reduce A-GPS test times:

· To consider the possibility of reducing the success rate of all tests, except the Moving Scenario test, from 95% to 90% 
· To consider the possibility of performing a number of fixes in one GPS scenario before switching to another scenario.

· To consider other changes to TS 25.171 that would reduce test times.

2. Reply

RAN4 thanks T1 for their LS and has considered the issue and the suggested possibilities; however RAN4 has decided that it is not possible to agree to either of the first two suggestions. 

The 95% Success Rate was selected with reference to the FCC requirements in OET71. It is also very closely interrelated to the other values in the Minimum Requirements. Therefore any change to this figure would necessitate a major reconsideration of all the Minimum Requirement figures.

The second suggestion could result in effectively allowing differing conditions for different UE implementations, depending on the implementation of the RESET command in the UE, and is thus also unacceptable.

RAN4 does not have any other suggestions for test time reductions at this time but believes that test times may turn out to be acceptable under actual test conditions. However RAN4 will consider any other suggestions from RAN5 on this matter.
