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Overall Description:

3GPP GERAN has continued its study related to use of GSM on board of aircraft, following your request “LS on considerations to avoid interference for terrestrial networks for onboard GSM networks” (GP-042605 = M-04-021). Initial feedback has already been provided in “Reply LS on considerations to avoid interference for terrestrial networks for onboard GSM networks“. (GP-042906)
TSG GERAN has made significant progress but has not been able to conclude its studies, and is now aiming for finalisation at its next meeting in April 2005.
TSG GERAN has agreed working assumptions for the BTS and MS receiver noise floor, and for the combined loss of antenna gain plus path losses for various angles of incidence at heights of 3000 and 10000 meter for both 900 and 1800 MHz.

Further work is required to agree on acceptable interference and effects of multiple interferers as seen from both MS and BTS receivers in terrestrial GSM networks.

Furthermore, GERAN assumes GSM terminals attached to the on board GSM network would use frequencies in the DCS 1800 frequency band, and signalling would ensure a terminal output power of 0 dBm (the lowest possible).
