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1. Summary

This document provides background to [2] which is the proposed REL6 CR for TS25.133. Changes are to update the E-TFC table to remove a non-applicable case which is not part of the E-TFC selection process and to simply some combinations.
2. Introduction

Requirements in Table 6.2 have been based on an exhaustive number of simulations which have been presented in previous RAN4 discussions {EUL Telco calls, physical ad–hoc meetings and TSG WG group meetings}. The E-TFC requirements in REL6 TS25.133 ver 6.10 are shown below
… For E-TFC selection the UE is allowed to reduce PMAX   by the E-TFC MPR values specified in Table 6.2

The following changes are proposed for Table 6.2
1. It is proposed to delete Case 1 from the table 6.2 since this is not part of the E-TFC or TFC selection process. Case 1 represents the scenario when there is c and hs but no d, ec and ed (zero buffers E-DCH DTX case). This transmission is not part of the E-TFC selection since ed =0 (E-DCH data is not sent) and also not part of the TFC selection process since d =0 (DCH data is not sent). This case and MPR impact had been presented to RAN4 previously [1] as part of the MPR impact of different combinations in REL6.  The MPR for this scenario is covered by the requirements in TS25.101
2. For Case 3, 4, 5 E-TFC-MPR values are less than 0.10 dB in table 6.2 and therefore not significant.  So it is proposed to delete these cases from Table 6.2 and add a note to table 6.2 to simplify the table and to ensure all combinations are addressed in the specification.  Proposed note is. For inputs {c,hs,d,ec,ed, SFmin, Ncodes} not specified above the E-TFC-MPR (dB) = 0.  
3. For case 10 and 11 these can be merged by specifying hs  instead of separate rows for the hs =0 and hs >0 cases since all other values are the same.
4. Re-number of the tables to cover the above changes
5. Minor editorial correction to re-position existing text to the appropriate sections
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
