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1. Overall Description:

RAN2, RAN4 and GERAN2 has since the working group meetings in September considered the problem of overlapping downlink UARFCN ranges for Bands I and IV, V and VI, and potential overlap between III and IX. The conflict between bands V and VI was solved with a CR at TSG RAN#29.

In the LS response from RAN2 in R2-052584, RAN2 recommended RAN4 to reallocate the UARFCN ranges for Bands III and IV, thereby avoiding overlapping with UARFCN ranges of other frequency bands. This principle should also be applied to any future band.

In the LS response from GERAN2 in G2-050476, it is noted that the addition of explicit signalling on the (GSM) air interface should be avoided and that GERAN2 therefore prefers re-allocation of UARFCN ranges to avoid the conflicts.

Based on the decision on way forward in TSG RAN and the input from RAN2 and GERAN2, RAN4 has implemented a new UARFCN scheme for operating bands III, IV, VII and the new band VIII. The scheme avoids overlap between UARFCN ranges and leaves plenty of room for future bands to be added. The outline of the scheme and an agreed text proposal is attached to this LS in R4-051368.

CRs for Release 5, 6 and 7 implementing the new scheme will be presented to TSG RAN#30. Affected specifications are TS 25.101, TS 25.104, TS 25.141, TS 34.108 and TS 34.121.
