Definition

The UE E-DPDCH transmission power headroom measurement reporting delay is defined as the time between the end of the UE E-DPDCH transmission power headroom measurement until the UE starts transmitting the measurement over the Uu interface. 
8.x.2
Requirements

The UE E-DPDCH transmission power headroom measurement reporting delay shall be less than 10 ms, which is applicable for all configured triggering mechanisms for UE E-DPDCH transmission power headroom measurement.
