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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 thanks for the LS received in R4-060459 (R5-060583) on applicability of additional spurious emissions requirements. As pointed out in the RAN5 LS, the additional spurious emissions requirements in Table 6.13 of TS 25.101 can be “release independent”. The concept of Release independent RF requirements for new frequency bands was introduced in Rel-5 of the 3GPP specifications. Normally a requirement in a specific Release of 3GPP specifications only applies for that release and never for earlier releases. This is also the case for the “additional spurious emissions requirements”.
The release independence however means that when a new frequency band is added in a later release of 3GPP specifications, it can still be implemented in earlier releases if this is desired. As an example, Band IV is contained in the Release 6 specifications. In order to implement a UE conforming to Release 99 but supporting Band IV, it is necessary for the UE to additionally conform to some parts of the Release 6 specifications, such as the radio frequency requirements for Band IV and some signalling extensions relating to the UE radio access capabilities.

Release independence for UEs is defined in TS 25.307 [1], which for each frequency band defines which requirements that a UE shall comply to when that band is implemented. For band IV, V and VI introduced in Rel-6 and Bands VII, VIII and IX introduced in Rel-7, TS 25.307 states that the UE shall comply with the respective RF requirements specified in Rel-6 and Rel-7 of TS 25.101 when those bands are implemented. This includes Clause 6.6 “Output RF spectrum emissions” containing Table 6.13 on additional spurious emissions requirements. 

The same applies to the other RF requirements referenced in TS 25.307 [1], including Table 7.11 on additional receiver spurious emission requirements of TS 25.101.
The implication is that all RF requirements defined for Band IV, V and VI in Release 6 and for Band VII, VIII and IX in Release 7 of TS 25.101 that are referenced from TS 25.307 [1] are applicable requirements for UEs implemented with those bands, independent of what 3GPP Release the UE is implemented with. There can be no distinction based on Release for these Band specific requirements.
