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1. Introduction

This contribution presents preliminary simulations results for the 5 MHz LTE -> UTRA FDD DL scenario as defined in [1].

2. Simulation assumptions
The parameters of the 5 MHz LTE -> UTRA FDD scenario are according to [1], i.e. 2 GHz propagation and a cell range of 500 m has been used. LTE DL modelling is in line with the agreements in [2].
The LTE BS TX power was set to 43 dBm (i.e. assuming all RBs allocated, constant power). 

The UTRA FDD parameters are according to TR 25.942.
3. Simulation results

4. Discussion and conclusions

These preliminary results indicate that 5 MHz LTE -> UTRA FDD DL co-existence should not be a concern, as the required ACIR is comparable to current UTRA FDD requirements.
Note that these results are comparable to the UTRA FDD -> UTRA FDD DL results in TR 25.942, Sect 8.1.1.4, Table 8.4.
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
