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1 Background 

At the RAN4 meeting in Denver, a contribution on the ITU-R Category B spurious emissions limits for UTRA base stations was submitted, with emphasis for the ongoing evolution to E-UTRAN [1]. A proposal was made for a modified application of the limits in RAN4 specifications, in order to cope with the variable bandwidth character of E-UTRAN and the different band allocations. 

This proposal initiated a liaison activity between ETSI TFES and CEPT/ECC. The status of this activity until RAN4#40 was reported in [13]. 
2 CEPT/ECC

ECC WG SE received the LS from ETSI TFES [6] at its meeting in June and made a preliminary assessment in a response [8] to ECC PT1 and its project team SE21, which is the CEPT team dealing with unwanted emissions. WG SE asked SE21 for an in-depth discussion and to respond directly to ECC PT1. In its August meeting, SE21 agreed that the proposed change is acceptable in relation to adjacent band compatibility, but pointed out that the proposal  may potentially affect the in-band sharing [10]. 

RAN4 discussed the LS from PT1 at the meeting in Tallinn and responded directly to ECC PT1 [14] by pointing out the wealth of in-band sharing studies available, the scope of their results and explaining the impact of the proposed change. ECC PT1 met in Vilnius in September and made its final assessment of this issue, based on previous discussions, the input from RAN4 and a contribution from Sweden [15] that explains the mutual advantages between operators and technologies with the proposed limits.
For these reasons, ECC PT1 supported the proposed changes, since the limits agreed between ETSI/3GPP and CEPT in compatibility studies (ERC Report 65) are met and compatibility between UTRA and other adjacent band or in-band services is not affected. The final response from ECC was also copied to RAN4 [16]. 
3 Way forward

The final response from ECC PT1 in [16] was sent to ETSI TFES, which will consider it for the third release of the harmonised standards for IMT-2000 at its Public Enquiry Resolution meeting in December. By then, a response from ETSI on the regulatory situation will also be forwarded to RAN and RAN4.
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
