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1. Introduction:

RAN WG4 would like to thank RAN WG2 for the LS regarding the standalone carrier for MBMS in [1]. The actions requested from RAN4 were;

1. To comment on the issues for a UE implementation to receive a standalone MBMS carrier in the unpaired 1900MHz spectrum and simultaneously operate in CELL_DCH state on a Band I uplink/downlink pair.

2. To comment on any issues for a UE that is receiving a standalone MBMS carrier in the 1900MHz spectrum that is close by another UE that is transmitting on a Band I uplink carrier.

2. Overall Description:
For point 1 RAN WG4 is investigating the size of the guard band needed for the reception of a standalone TDD MBMS carrier at 1900-1920 MHz with simultaneous transmission of FDD in Band I in the same UE platform.  Aspects that are being considered are duplex filter requirements, antenna isolations, and expected Tx/Rx performance.  Due to the fact that study on these aspects is ongoing, RAN WG4 is unable to provide a firm conclusion at the current time.
For point 2 RAN WG4 has concluded that co-location of a standalone carrier TDD MBMS UE in 1900-1920 MHz and FDD UE in Band I is possible with a guard band. The size of the guard band is dependent on the assumptions for UE to UE co-existence but a value of approximately 10 MHz would seem reasonable.

RAN WG4 will keep RAN WG2 informed of any further discussions in this area
