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1 Introduction
The proposal in this contribution builds on the discussion of spurious emission limits started in RAN4#39 [1].
2 Discussion

Spurious emission limits for UTRA are based on ITU-R recommendations and agreements between ETSI and ECC as discussed in [1]. It is proposed that the limits for E-UTRA follow the same fundamental principles, except for a more clear separation between out-of-band and spurious limits. It is proposed that the spurious emission limits always apply starting 10 MHz outside the operating band edge as outlined in the attached text proposal. This must be taken into account when defining the out-of-band limits.
There are also additional spurious emission limits for co-existence with other services that in principle can be re-used from UTRA. Some of those are left for further study. 
3 Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal on BS Spurious emissions definition is approved for the LTE BS technical report TR 36.8XX.
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
