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1 Introduction
The proposal in this contribution builds on the discussion of out-of-band emission limits started in RAN4#39 [1] and the proposals agreed at RAN4#41in [2].
2 Discussion
The principles for the out-of-band emission limits for UTRA are based on ITU-R recommendations and are used also by ETSI and ECC, but they are set by 3GPP as discussed in [1]. The LTE limits can follow the same fundamental principles. From the proposal in [2], it was agreed to introduce an “unwanted emissions limit” concept that is fundamentally a spectrum emissions mask based on a 100 kHz measurement bandwidth and that is defined over the whole operating band, plus an additional 10 MHz on each side. 

The attached text proposal introduces a definition of such limits for LTE BS. Separate consideration is also taken of the FCC requirements for the bands where they apply.
3 Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal on a BS unwanted emissions definition is approved for the LTE BS technical report TR 36.8XX.
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
