Discussion on possible RSRP measurement definition, which would make comparison of RSRP measurement results with different UE implementations and measurement BW comparable. 
Benefits and drawbacks of wider UE measurement BW than 1.25 MHz were discussed. It was also discussed whether some signaling support to facilitate potential usage of wider measurement BW in a UE would be needed. Different possible proposals were also discussed. 
It was agreed as a working assumption that UE RSRP measurement requirements will be developed based on 1.25 MHz UE measurement BW.
