Introduction

In RAN#35 meeting, a new work item propossal for UMTS1500 was approved[1]. This document proposes text proposals for TS25.113 (Base Station and repeater ElectroMagnetic Compatibility) in the work item based on the frequency arrangement for UMTS1500 proclaimed in [2].
1. BS receiver exclusion band for UMTS1500
As informed in [2], uplink frequency range is 1427.9 - 1452.9 MHz. Hence the receiver exclusion band for UMTS1500 in TS25.113 should be as follows:

(1) BS receiver exclusion band*

1407.9 MHz to 1472.9 MHz (Band XI)
*From the lower frequency of the BS receive band minus 20 MHz to the upper frequency of the BS receive band plus 20 MHz.

Receiver exclusion band

The receiver exclusion band for base stations extends from the lower frequency of the Base Station receive band minus 20 MHz to the upper frequency of the Base Station receive band plus 20 MHz. The exclusion bands are as set out below:
