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Dear Howard,

At its 17th meeting, ETSI ERM MSG TFES reviewed the ongoing vote for the harmonised standard for IMT-2000 (EN 301 908). During the vote, a comment from Sweden was received on the standard for UTR TDD Base Stations [1]. 

The comment references the table for “Adjacent channel leakage power limits for protection of UTRA-FDD on adjacent channels (3,84 Mcps TDD option)” in EN 301 908-7 [1], where the requirement for “Wide Area BS, +/-10 MHz” is not in line with the reference document 3GPP 25.142 (v7.4.0) [2]. 

When reviewing the reference document 25.142, TFES concludes that the requirement is inconsistent: The core requirement in Table 6.23AA is -36 dBm, while Table 6.27A is -32 dBm. It is also noted that the test requirement in Table 6.27A has no test tolerance added, while the corresponding value for +/-5 MHz is expressed with a non-defined test tolerance as “-[36 dBm - TT]”.

TFES would kindly ask RAN4 to clarify the Adjacent channel leakage power test requirements for UTRA TDD Base Stations, in order to update future revisions of the Harmonised Standard.
