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1 Discussion

There has been a general consensus in RAN4 for a 45 dB Base Station ACLR value for E-UTRA, which is also documented in TR 36.804 [1]. The attached text proposal resolves some remaining open issues concerning ACLR, based on the discussions and agreements during RAN4#44 [2]:

· The filter to measure the E-UTRA carrier power is TBD in [1]. It is proposed that the power of the E-UTRA carrier on the assigned channel and on the adjacent channel is measured using a rectangular filter with a bandwidth equal to the transmission bandwidth configuration.

· An ACLR value of 45 dB is proposed also for channel BW below 5 MHz, since the impact of a certain ACLR level is largely independent of channel bandwidth.

· An ACLR value of 45 dB is proposed for UTRA adjacent to E-UTRA also for channel bandwidth less than 5 MHz, based on the legacy 45 dB ACLR1 limit for UTRA. This applies to 1.4 MHz and 3.0 MHz as agreed in [3], but also to 1.6 MHz and 3.2 MHz channel bandwidths as proposed in this contribution.
2 Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal is added to the latest version of TR 36.804 [1].
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
