Handover to E-UTRA

Handover execution time, i.e. the time between the moment UE receives the HO command or the moment of UE transporting the last transport block completely on the source cell, and the moment UE transmits access signal on the target cell.
For intra-LTE handover, the requirement of handover execution time can be specified by

THandover_execution_time = Tsync + TSI + TUL 
Where,

Tsync is the time to get DL synchronization with target cell.

TSI is the time to read the system information. If it is not needed, it can be set to 0.

TUL is the time that can elapse until the appearance of the first UL transmission occasion in the target cell.
The formula above is the baseline for this requirement. The requirement is detailed in terms of corresponding features, e.g. whether target cell is known or not, different access methods, and whether reading relevant system information is needed, etc.
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
