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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 thanks RAN2 for their LS in R2-07334 on UE receiver performance in enhanced cell FACH scenario. 
RAN4 has discussed the usefulness of the UE receiver capabilities information for enhancing the power control for enhanced CELL_FACH state. RAN4 would like to provide the following answer to the question from RAN2:
RAN2 Question: Can the network reliably make use of the UE receiver capabilities information if it is reported to increase the accuracy of the power control for enhanced CELL_FACH state?

RAN4 Response: In order to accurately allocate the HSDPA resources the Node B requires feedback information that depicts the actual UE receiver performance. In enhanced CELL_FACH due to the lack of CQI reports, which incorporate the actual receiver performance, the network cannot benefit from having UEs with enhanced receivers. Furthermore, the UE receiver capability information, which does not include the actual receiver performance, would not be useful for the network for allocating HSDPA resources or improving power control in enhanced cell FACH state. 

Therefore, RAN4 has concluded that presently only minimum requirements will be specified for HSDPA reception in enhanced cell FACH state. RAN4 is in the process of specifying the necessary minimum requirements. However, enhanced receiver requirements could be considered in future releases in accordance with the evolution of enhanced CELL_FACH.

RAN4 kindly asks RAN2 to note the above RAN4 decision on receiver requirements and keep RAN4 informed about any future development related to the enhanced CELL_FACH state.
