Receiver characteristics

7.1
General

The requirements in Section 7 assume that the receiver is not equipped with diversity or MIMO. For receivers with diversity or MIMO, the requirements apply to each antenna connector separately, with the other one(s) terminated or disabled. Unless otherwise stated, the requirements remain unchanged.
Unless otherwise stated, the receiver characteristics are specified at the BS antenna connector (test port A) for the configuration in normal operating conditions. If any external apparatus such as a RX amplifier, a filter or the combination of such devices is used, requirements apply at the far end antenna connector (port B).
