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1 Introduction
The test tolerances for the ‘average’ and ‘per channel’ OTA antenna requirements are still outstanding for the test method specification in TS 34.114. If then principle “never fail a good UE” is adopted by RAN5, this tolerance may be used to relax the minimum requirements in TS 25.144 in the present to derive the test requirements for TS 34.114; the relaxation is equal to the measurment uncertainty for a 95% (one-sided) confidence interval. Proposed test tolerances as per the table below were discussed at RAN5#36 but some companies requested more time to study.

In order to progress the work on the test specification it is proposed to supply a background to the test tolerance in the report TR 25.914, which can be used for deriving the final numbers for TS 34.114 and be cited since the level of detail may not be desirable in the test spec itself.   
2 Proposed changes
The CR in [1] contains a description of the derivation of the test tolerance that can be referenced in TS 34.114 and a correction to tolerance for the ‘per channel’ measurement.
These changes are made against TR 25.914 Rel-7 since TS 34.114 is a Rel-7 specification.
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
