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Introduction.

At RAN4 #44bis, RAN4 agreed the latest version of the LTE UE TR 36.803 [1]. In this version Table 5.4.2-1 E-UTRA channel bandwidths currently lacks table entries, and operator input was invited.

In this input a text proposal is made, where a multi-operator input [2], Clause 2.1 “Bands and bandwidths for consideration in case of no resource aggregation functionality” has been taken as a basis. The channel bandwidths below 5 MHz, have been updated to the agreed RAN4 channel bandwidths, and entries for bands not covered in [2] have been added.
