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PUCCH simulation assumptions
There have been minor updates to the design of PUCCH by RAN1. The demodulation reference signal design has been replaced by a number of computer generated sequences. We should agree on the email reflector on exactly which sequence to use once RAN1 completes the details.
PRACH simulation assumptions

RAN1 have updated some details in the PRACH design. In addition updates have been suggested during RAN4-45 (the current meeting). The way forward is to update the current PRACH simulation assumptions for approval this meeting. The outstanding issues should be agreed by email.

Chapter 8 in TS 36.104

It was suggested by Nokia Siemens Networks to add 30% test cases to the 16QAM tests.
30% test cases should be added to the EVA5, EVA70 and ETU70 with extended CP. The ETU70 with normal CP was removed since it is almost identical to the ETU70 with extended CP case.

An updated TP for the TS will be provided this meeting.

Ideal simulation results

Additional PRACH results have been supplied by two companies resulting in a total of 8 companies.

Ideal PUCCH results have been supplied by 5 companies. The results seem reasonably well aligned with some exceptions. 
Ideal PRACH results have been supplied by 5 companies. Updates are needed for some cases due to changes in simulation assumptions.
Summaries of all simulation results will be submitted this meeting.

PUSCH Results with impairments

PUSCH results with impairments have been provided by 4 companies.
The agreement was to average the values and round up to the closest 0.1 dB. These values should be added to the spec (in brackets for now).

FDD phone conference

It was agreed to have a phone conference the week of January 14-18. Ericsson will send out a suggestion for exact date and time for agreement on the email reflector.
Tentative agenda:

· Revisit the 5 and 10 MHz with 2 Rx antennas and remove the brackets (fix the values)

· Provide results for PUSCH with 2 Rx antennas for 1.4 MHz and 20 MHz (for inclusion in the spec with brackets)

· Provide results for PUSCH with 4 Rx antennas for 5 and 10 MHz (for inclusion in the spec with brackets)

· Provide ideal PRACH results with updated simulation assumptions.
· Discuss way forward on requirements.

However if the details for TDD in RAN1 has progressed far enough to allow meaningful discussions on simulation assumptions the meeting should be scheduled in the week of Jan 21-25 instead.
