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1 Introduction

This document presents results for HSDPA using 15-codes for type 2 and 3 reference receivers. In RAN4#45 the assumptions for the ideal simulations were agreed in [1]. In a conference call on January 9 2008, the ideal simulation results were presented by several companies. Final decisions on simulation assumptions were made during this conference call, and summarized in [2].
Both ideal simulation results and results with implementation margin are presented. 
2 Throughput results
In Table 1 the ideal simulation results according to the assumption made in [1] are presented. Table 2 summarizes the throughput results with implementation margin taken into account for the cases agreed upon in [2].
