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Background and discussion

The core requirement for BS frequency error is agreed and documented in TR 36.804 [1]. The requirement should also be included in the E-UTRA BS core specification TS 36.104.

Frequency error

Frequency error is the measure of the difference between the actual BS transmit frequency and the assigned frequency. The same source shall be used for RF frequency and data clock generation.

6.5.1.1
Minimum requirement

The modulated carrier frequency of the BS shall be accurate to within the accuracy range given in Table 6.3-1 observed over a period of one subframe (1ms).
