UE shall perform HRPD measurements according to the procedure defined in [1], on the HRPD neighbor cells indicated by the serving eNB. If measurement gaps are required, the UE shall perform HRPD measurement only during the monitoring gaps.
8.1.2.4.y
E-UTRAN FDD – 1xRTT measurements
UE shall perform cdma2000 1xRTT measurements according to the procedure defined in [2], on the 1xRTT neighbor cells indicated by the serving eNB. If measurement gaps are required, the UE shall perform 1xRTT measurement only during the monitoring gaps.

HRPD measurement shall meet performance requirement defined in [3], on the HRPD neighbor cells indicated by the serving eNB. If measurement gaps are required, the time values in the Minimum Standard of the sub-clauses 6.3.3, 6.4.3, and 6.5.3 of [4] shall be appropriately scaled by multiplying a scale factor Sgap according to the Table 9.x -1 based on the measurement gap pattern in use.

1xRTT Measurements
1xRTT measurement shall meet performance requirement defined in [4], on the 1xRTT neighbor cells indicated by the serving eNB. If measurement gaps are required, the time values in the Minimum Standard of the sub-clauses 3.2.2.1.3, 3.2.2.2.3, and 3.2.2.3.3 of [5] shall be appropriately scaled by multiplying a scale factor Sgap according to the Table 9.y -1 based on the measurement gap pattern in use.
