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1 Introduction
An ad hoc meeting on LTE Half Duplex FDD operation was held Monday evening.

The following companies were present: Ericsson, Motorola, T-mobile, Vodafone, DoCoMo, Verizon Wireless, Qualcomm, Nokia, Nokia Siemens Networks, Freescale, Fujitsu, Alcatel-Lucent, Huawei, Samsung, LGE, NXP, ZTE, Panasonic.

2 Discussion points
The scope of the discussion was the content of an LS to be sent to RAN2 on HD-FDD operation of E-UTRA. The following points were agreed:

1. Release and release independence

The final decision about the Release of any feature is in TSG RAN.

RF requirements related to HD-FDD operation should be specified as release independent. These RF requirements will be band specific.
2. Band independence (from protocol perspective)

HD/FD support as UE capability needs to be indicated separately for each band supported by the UE.

Bands 1 to 14 are today FD-FDD only in LTE specifications. The main purpose of HD-FDD is for fragmented new bands (e.g. 3.5 GHz, UHF bands). RAN4 will add RF requirements for HD-FDD requirements for a band when it is determined by RAN4 to be necessary.
3. FD-FDD UEs and HD-FDD UEs in the same band

This point is an implication of 2.
4. Node B support of combined HD-FDD and FD-FDD scheduling for same cell

The spec should not prevent operation of HD-FDD and FD-FDD UEs simultaneously connected to the same Node-B.
The LS will be drafted by Johan Skold and circulated for approval to be sent to RAN2 later in the week.
