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Introduction

The Error Vector Magnitude (EVM) is a measure of the difference between the theoretical waveform and a modified version of the measured waveform.  Since there is no TDD repeater standard in 3GPP, so we can take TS 25.142 as a reference.

Proposal

It is proposed that the EVM of LCR TDD repeater should specified as defined in TS 25.142:

The Error Vector Magnitude (EVM) shall not exceed 12,5 %.
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
